that everything Bob did as an administrator was always for the benefit of the
students.

Shortly after retirement, Bob moved to Grove, Oklahoma, to be closer to his
family.

Bob had numerous hobbies. He was an avid snow skier of top level black
diamonds and skied all over Colorado every chance he got. He enjoyed
whitewater rafting the 4 and 5 levels. He loved playing Bridge and traveled all
over the country to compete in numerous tournaments. The hobby that was
dearest to his heart was his classic car collection. He spent countless hours
working on and restoring his Chryslers. Bob had a love for life and lived it to
its fullest
